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UMA ACQUIRES MAIDAN BARRICADE BENCH
YMA IIPUIIBAJIO JIABKY 3 MANIIAHY

Euromaidan has entered into history.
Now the UMA has a tangible artifact
from that inspiring movement to
put on display: a cast iron park
bench from Kyiv which was used
in a barricade against government
thugs who used violence to try
to break up the movement for
democracy and dignity which
galvanized a nation. Snipers from
the Viktor Yanukovych regime,
under the direction of Russian
agents, Kkilled nearly a hundred
people.  The massive protests
against wholesale corruption and
President Yanukovych’s alignment
with Russia, inspired the whole
world and set Ukraine on a course
toward democracy and national
consolidation. Texas businessman
Harlan Crow, one of those inspired,
acquired the bench and had it
shipped to Cleveland to the care
of Ohio Senator Rob Portman.
The Senator, in turn, presented the
bench to the UMA at the banquet
celebrating the 85" anniversary of
the United Ukrainian Organizations
of Ohio. The UMA is preparing an
exhibit about Euromaidan where
the bench will be centerpiece to
honor the heroes who gave so
much for Ukraine’s democracy,
national sovereignty and European
orientation.

EVENTS & VISITORS

On September 13™, UMA Resident Scholar Andrew Fedynsky was a featured speaker at One World Day
in Cleveland’s Cultural Gardens where he spoke about the current crisis in Ukraine, linking it to the
Centennial of World War I and Ukrainians’ long-standing struggle for national self-determination. The
following day, former Music Curator at the UMA, Oleh Mahlay, presented a talk about Ukrainian music
and played the bandura. Participation was coordinated by the Ukrainian National Women’s League of
North America, Branch 8, headed by Marta Rupert.

Professor Narcisz Fejes who teaches history at Case Western Reserve University brought her class to the
UMA on September 22" to learn about the resources we have about Ukrainian History, immigration to
America. Students were especially interested in research materials about the Holodomor.

On September 29™ Roman Szporluk, Professor Emeritus of History at Harvard University and the
University of Michigan, visited the UMA to review our library and archives. He graciously followed up by
sending us several of his own books which the UMA had not previously had.

On October 2™, the Ukrainian-American Veterans,who were in Cleveland for their annual convention,
held a meeting at the UM A where members were able to view our exhibit on the Centennial of World War
I as well as other exhibits and enjoy a post-meeting reception.

On October 6", the UMA welcomed a group of Ukrainian educators visiting Cleveland as part of the
Open World Program, the first and only international exchange agency in the U.S. Congress. The group
was fascinated by the history of Ukrainian immigration to America and the UMA collections. The
visit was coordinated by Cleveland-based Council of International Programs which has a long-standing
partnership with the UMA for its Ukrainian programs.

October 24", the UMA featured an literary evening for Petro Twardowsky and poetess Halyna Kawka.
Author/journalist Twardowsky presented his Ukrainian-language book, “The Ukrainian Nation is
Destined to Prevail,” while Ms. Halyna Kawka presented her book “Strings of an Immigrant’s Heart,” also
in Ukrainian. It was a warm, friendly evening followed by a wonderful reception.

On October 25™, the Plast Senior Scout Sorority Lisovy Mavky held its annual meeting at the UMA. In
addition to Cleveland, attendees came from Chicago, Toronto, Philadelphia, New York, New Jersey and
Connecticut.

Also on October 25", 50 of the youngest members of the Ukrainian Youth Association (CYM) from Greater
Cleveland who arrived on “Lolly the Trolley” visited the UMA where Resident Scholar Andrew Fedynsky
gave a talk about the Ukrainian community in the historic Tremont neighborhood and introduced them
to some to the cultural-artistic treasures at the UMA.

In the third week of October, representatives from more than 1,500 foundations throughout the world
met in Cleveland for their annual meeting. Among the participants was Anastasia Popsui from the
Pryirpinnia Foundation in Kyiv. = We welcomed Ms. Popsui to Cleveland and the UMA where she
delivered a presentation about Ukrainian foundations and how they are supporting the Euromaidan.
Former Clevelander now working for the Charles Stewart Mott Foundation, Nicholas Deychakiwsky also
spoke about the role of foundations in support of democracy movements. A reception followed.

On November 12, Open World Executive Director, Ambassador John O’Keefe, visited the UMA at the
suggestion of Congresswoman Marcy Kaptur to familiarize himself with the collection and learn about
our work. The UMA frequently welcomes Ukrainian delegations visiting the U.S. within the framework
of Open World.

SCHOLARSHIP AT THE UMA

In September, award-winning novelist Brian Francis
Slattery visited the UMA to present our library with
a copy of his recently-published book, The Family
Hightower, about Ukrainian immigrants living
in Cleveland. This literary thriller spans several
generations and takes the reader through a criminal
network with tentacles that stretch from Cleveland to
Kyiv. The bookincludes a gracious acknowledgement:
“everyone at the Ukrainian Museum-Archives could
not have been more generous with their time in
helping me find what I needed”.

On November 7", Dr. Ihor Voyevidka and his wife
Marta (Hirniak) visited the UMA to view progress
on the renovation of the UMA attic in the original
building and construction of a reading room in
the archival building. Work is progressing thanks
to a generous grant from the Omelan and Tetiana
Antonovych Foundation where Dr. Voyevidka
serves as a member of the Board of Trustees. Once
completed, the attic renovation and reading room
will provide room for research and scholarship as
well as accommodate our collections and volunteers
who will be working to organize and catalog.

On November 9", filmmaker Orest Sushko presented
the US. premier of his documentary, “Music of
Survival” at the Capital Theater at Gordon Square.
The film, several years in the making, includes an
acknowledgement for the UMA. Mr. Sushko traveled
extensively throughout North America and Europe
to produce the film and visited Cleveland several
times which included research at the UMA.

Kent State University student, Jordan Summers, has
been doing research at the UMA on Ukraine and
World War II Holocaust. He has been studying
historic complexities of this horrific catastrophe,
including the role of Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky
in protecting Jews from Nazi persecution and publicly
denouncing their inhuman policies. Following a year
of study in Ukraine, Mr. Summers is sensitive to the
role the Holodomor played in shaping the political
landscape in World War II, a decade later.

Following interruption of the flow of duplicate
materials from the UMA to more than a dozen
academic institutions in Ukraine during the
Euromaidan, we have resumed shipments to such
partners as the Stefanyk Library in Lviv, the Kyiv-
Mohyla Institute, the Center for the Research of
Ukraine’s Liberation Movement.
