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oman Wasylyszyn was born in the

Podillia Region of Western Ukraine in

1926; Volodymyra Doroshenko was
born in the Lviv Region in 1925. Both are dedicated
Ukrainian patriots who were forced to flee their
native Ukraine after World War II, along with
hundreds of thousands of his countrymen who faced
execution at the hands of the Soviets. Enduring the
trials of exile, artist Roman, and poet Volodymyra,
who wrote under the pseudonym Mira Harmash,
married and eventually settled in Philadelphia where
they played a prominent role in the artistic and
cultural community of that city and the Ukrainian-
American Diaspora overall. When Ukraine
became independent, the couple provided financial
support to new cultural institutions in Ukraine and
participated in conferences and events there. Mr. and
Mrs. Wasylyszyn have also been very generous and
supportive of the UMA.

We are fortunate to have a large collection of Mr.
Wasylyszyn’s artwork and are pleased to offer a
selection of reproductions of those works in our
annual report, as well as three of Volodymyra
Wasylyszyn’s poems.

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The mission of the Ukrainian Museum-Archives is to preserve and share Ukrainian Culture and the immigrant
experience. What is striking about 2010 is how much we accomplished. We continued an aggressive capital
improvement campaign to “preserve” and we welcomed visitors from all part of the world, sponsored exhibits and
events and worked with students, scholars and researchers to “share” This could not have been done without the
dedicated work of our staft, volunteers and the generous financial support of members, friends and foundations.

Annual Report

In 2010, the UMA maintained six rooms of permanent exhibits featuring folk art, Ukrainian History and the four
waves of immigration to America, going back to the 19" Century. We also sponsored four art exhibits showcasing
the work of young artists Aniza Karmazyn and Catherine Rozmarynovych, the oil paintings of Jaques Hnizdovsky
and an exhibit of intricate beadwork jewelry known as gerdans. The UMA also had special exhibits on the 60*
anniversary of the scouting group Plast and the Ukrainian-American Youth Association SUM. Our permanent
exhibits and special shows were all coordinated and installed by our Curator, Aniza Kraus. Aniza also worked with
the Cleveland Selfreliance Credit Union, the Sts. Peter & Paul Ukrainian Catholic Church Centennial Committee and
the Roman Shukhevych commemoration to organize off-site exhibits in Cleveland. In addition, working with the
Ukrainian Museum and Ukrainian Institute in New York, the UMA shared objects for exhibits they were organizing.

Our Music Curator, Oleh Mahlay, organized and delivered four programs—the highlight, a tribute to the vigorous 95
year-old Maestro Evhen Sadovsky, composer, choir director and church cantor who has been serving the community
for more than sixty years. The UMA also sponsored a talk and book signing by a Ukrainian journalist, Vasyl
Romanchuk and a lecture by former Ukrainian Ambassador to the U.S., Dr. Yuri Shcherbak. A highlight was the
reception for visiting health care workers from Crimea which we held in cooperation with the Cleveland Council

on World Affairs and the U.S. Agency for International Development. Another highlight was the Winetasting
Fundraiser sponsored by the Borys Pakush Family to match a grant by the Omelian and Tetiana Antonovych
Foundation. Finally, we are pleased that Dr. Lesia Kulick has agreed to continue the very important Oral History
Project which has won so much praise and is now in its fourth year.

Chaired by Paul Burliy, the Facilities Committee continued work to improve our appearance and preserve the
collection. We took down the blighted building next door, completed Phase I parking lot development and Phase

I renovation of the Annex Building at the back of our newly-acquired lot. We took down several trees, installed a
surveillance camera system and continued work in the attic of the original building to insulate and create new work
space. Visitors will also notice that our gift shop has been remodeled and the selection of items on sale expanded.
This helped with sales, particularly during our annual Easter Bazaar. The Gift Shop also participated in church-
sponsored arts events in Cleveland, Parma and Akron.

We are gratified that the UMA is winning recognition for the work were doing. A major accomplishment is
renewing the Cuyahoga Arts and Culture grant for the next two years to help us pay for our professional staff. The
Ukrainian Heritage Foundation in Chicago and the Antonovych Foundation also provided the UMA with generous
grants. So did the Ohio Humanities Council to organize and catalogue the magnificent textile collection we acquired
in 2009 from the Hnatiuk Family. And finally, the UMA continues to benefit from the princely bequest of Nicholas
Suprenenko who established a fund to help young Ukrainian-Americans with their education. In 2010, the UMA
sponsored five college students who worked on our catalogue and helped with exhibit preparation and other tasks.

All of our accomplishments in 2010 involve people from young college-age students to senior citizens, especially
Roman and Myroslava Wasylyszyn from Philadelphia who have dedicated their lives to Ukrainian Culture. We

are gratified to have received a large number of Mr. Wasylyszyn’s lithographs several years ago, many of which are
displayed on the walls of the UMA. Mrs. Wasylyszyn’s poetry, published under the name “Mira Harmash” is in the
UMA collection. A selection is included in this report. Pan Roman and Pani Mira have also been generous financial
benefactors of Ukrainian Cultural institutions, including the UMA for which we are very grateful. We trust our
friends and members will enjoy the artwork and poetry of the Wasylyzyns and that a fresh generation of Ukrainian
cultural activists will be inspired by their example.

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Financial Report

Despite continuing economic headwinds, the Ukrainian Museum-Archives enjoyed another solid financial year.
But the numbers don't tell the whole story - the environment in which we operate is changing, and these changes
will present us with financial challenges we haven’t experienced before. To understand where the UMA finds itself
financially, it’s important to look beyond the financial statements and recognize some important trends.

First, we're pleased to highlight a number of 2010 accomplishments:

We received considerable foundation and civic support in 2010. A grant from the City of Cleveland enabled
us to realize $90,000 in operating income. As well, grants from the Antonovych Foundation, the Heritage
Foundation and the Ohio Humanities Council contributed more than $25,000 to our operations. Together,
these grants amounted to approximately 50% of our operating income for the year.

Cuyahoga Arts and Culture extended its support of the UMA for an additional two years. The CAC, which
supports Cuyahoga county arts and cultural institutions through a local cigarette tax, had less money to
distribute during this cycle due to the economic downturn. Despite this, the UMA’s funding proposal was so
well evaluated that the UMA actually received a 23% increase in operating funding to $25,212 per year.

Membership donations increased 9.4% to $31,954.34. While this was short of our $35,000 goal, we were
pleased that donations increased even as the economy remained challenged.

Sales from our gift shop contributed approximately $17,000 to our operating budget this year — a considerable
increase from 2009.

o Yetits clear that that 2011 (and beyond) will present
formidable challenges. In particular:

o The days of earmarks and appropriations are over, at least
for the foreseeable future. As you know, the UMA was the
beneficiary of a number of federal, state and local grants
during the past decade. These grants were instrumental in
the construction of our archives facility, the renovation of
our main building, and the acquisition of the neighboring
Holowczak property. Without the benefit of government
assistance, the UMA will need to rely on private donations
and foundation grants for both capital and operating needs.

o  Charitable foundations have less money to grant, and, at the
same time, there are more non-profits in need. The UMA
cannot assume that key sources of funding such as the CAC,
Ohio Humanities Council, and the Heritage Foundation will
continue to be able to support us in the future.

Given the above, the UMA has four financial goals in 2011:
increase membership, control expenses, focus on foundations,
and increase gift shop revenue. Through focusing on these
tasks, we are confident that we can maintain the UMA on a

solid financial footing. But we need your help. As government

and foundation funding decreases, we must rely on our members to make up the difference. It is only through your
generosity that the UMA can play its key role in our community.
