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he theme for the 2011 Ukrainian Museum-Archives (UMA) Annual Report is “Historic Maps of Ukraine” taken
from our collection, the oldest dating back to 1570. Those who study Ukrainian History and Culture know that
the nation struggled for its existence for centuries against occupations and oppression, at times facing outright denial
of a distinct Ukrainian identity. These three and four hundred year-old maps clearly label Ukraine as a land unto
itself, often identifying it as the nation of the Cossacks. And just as the maps testify to the long-standing existence
of Ukraine, the UM A’ 2011 program testifies to the vibrancy of Ukrainian Culture today and the vitality of our
institution.

The Ukrainian Museum-Archives achieved some remarkable feats in 2011: the Hnatiuk textile exhibit, and our book
celebrating this collection, were truly exemplary. The UMA also organized and hosted a conference of Ukrainian
museums and archives from throughout North America. Our curator, Aniza Kraus, and music curator, Oleh Mahlay,
filled the year with interesting and engaging programming. But all these efforts came at a financial cost.

For the first time in recent memory, the UMA operated at a loss in 2011. Not coincidentally, 2011 was also the first
year in recent memory in which the UMA did not receive a significant new government grant or large unexpected
donation. While the UMA has adequate reserves to fulfill its mission, this past year serves as a reminder that we can’t
take extraordinary generosity for granted! And rest assured that our 2012 budget reflects this reality.

As you examine our financial results, a few trends are worth highlighting:

+ As noted, the UMA received no significant new government grants or extraordinary donations in 2011. This is a
change from prior years, in which we have typically obtained or received a large donation from a new or unexpected
source.

* Membership donations increased by 10.3% in 2011. This is on top of an increase of 9.4% in 2010, and is a very
encouraging sign! We’re honored with the support that our members continue to provide, and the confidence with
which you support our work.

+ Unrestricted operating donations (memorial donations, donations at UMA events, special appeals, etc.) increased by
more than 100% in 2011.

+ Foundation grants decreased by 25% in 2011. Attracting increased foundation support is a goal for the UMA in 2012.

+ We are closely monitoring internship expenses, which decreased in 2011. While we’re committed to providing great
internship experiences for our youth, we also need to be cognizant of the cost.

We’re certain that, with
your support, 2012 will

be a successful year for us.
We're continuing to grow
our membership base, while
at the same time control
our expenses and increase
revenue from our gift shop.
We are also seeking to
leverage our operating funds
by attracting foundation
support for our operations
and projects. Keep in mind,
however, that approximately
60% of the UMA’s annual
operating funding comes
from individual donations,
not government grants or
foundations. This means
that the key to our continued
success is...you.
