FULFILLING OUR MISSION

CIIOBHAIOYM HAITY MICIIO

We are pleased to report that we fulfilled our mission in 2012
with exhibits, lectures, field trips, our 19" Annual Easter
Bazaar, the Tremont Art Walk and assisting a stream of
students, researchers and scholars on various projects. What’s
different about the 2012 Annual Report is the message that
we've extended our mission back into Ukraine.

The UMA was founded in 1952 at a time when Stalin still ruled
and Ukrainian culture was being deliberatelyand systematically
suppressed, even destroyed. The founders of the UMA took
on the mission of preserving in Cleveland what was being lost
in Kyiv. With independence in 1991, the political brakes were
taken off and Ukrainian scholars, librarians and researchers
began the arduous task of recreating their own history and
restoring their culture after three generations of suffocating
censorship and repression. Responding to requests from
libraries, museums and universities in Ukraine, the UMA
began shipping duplicate copies of books and periodicals to
Ukraine. The project accelerated in 2010 when the Omelian
and Tetiana Antonovych Foundation awarded its first grant to
the UMA to develop partnerships based on “sharing Ukrainian
culture and the immigrant experience” in the form of regular
shipments of materials that are basic to Ukrainian scholarship
yet are unavailable in that country.

This annual report features photographs, quotes and other
information which illustrates how we fulfilled our mission in
2012 and constitutes a promise to continue doing so in 2013.

2012 FINANCIAL REPORT

As you read the pages of this year’s Annual Report, it is hard
not to be impressed with how much the Ukrainian Museum-
Archives is able to accomplish. Every year, were expanding
our programming and increasing our contribution to the
cultural life of our Ukrainian and American communities.

And we're doing it more efficiently than ever before. In fact,
in 2012, we managed to decrease our expenses by more
than 16%. This decrease was driven in part by lower special
event costs, eliminating our interest expense by paying off our
mortgage loan, and keeping close controls over our collections
and project expenses. Our curator and staff did a great job of
“doing more with less” in 2012.

Examining our revenue, 2012 brought some successes, along
with a number of challenges. These include:

o The UMA was again approved for operating support
from Cuyahoga Arts and Culture. This award provides
the UMA with $23,077 for each of calendar years 2013
and 2014, and is the most significant support the UMA
receives outside of its annual membership drive.

o Revenue numbers from 2012 were generally unchanged
from 2011. The UMA saw a 16% increase in foundation
support, as well as a 9% increase in gift shop revenue.

o These revenue increases were offset by a decrease in
our annual membership revenue. Following increases
of approximately 10% in both 2010 and 2011, the UMA
saw membership revenue decline by approximately
10%. We realized more than $31,000 from the generous
contributions by our members, representing almost 35%
of our operating revenue (excluding the gift shop). We
are focused on broadening our membership base, and
anticipate that our membership donations will once again
increase.

o As in 2012, the UMA received no government capital
grants, and, given the current political environment, we
don’t anticipate receiving any in 2013. This will require
us to fund capital improvements (such as building
maintenance) through individual donations or foundation
grants.

As in 2011, the UMA operated at a deficit in 2012. Through
diligent cost control, however, we were able to cut our prior
year’s deficit by more than half, while still increasing our
activities and programming. And this year, we are budgeting
to operate on a “break even” basis — but this will ultimately
depend on you. Remember, half of all our funding comes
from individuals, not foundations or government agencies.
As always, we are grateful for your support and trust, and we
look forward to seeing you at the UMA soon.
