AUDIO-VIDEO - vhs and dvd copies of hundreds of
films; 2,000 phonograph records and a complete set of Voice
of America “Window on America” weekly programs from its
start in 1993 to the 2000’s;

FOLK ART - an award-winning collection of embroidery,
pysanky, ceramics, gerdans, woodwork, etc. many of them a
century-old with others created yesterday.

MAPS - the UMA has 350 original historic maps starting
with the 17" Century

BOOKS - the UMA has books on every imaginable topic:
35,000, including thousands of very rare; many unique

from the late 19" Century to the present day from Ukraine,

2017 FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

Fiscal 2017 was a great year for the UMA, as we delivered great financial results.

The UMA relies heavily on membership revenue and we are humbled and grateful by the continued support from our community.
Thus, our membership dues increased by 27.5% in 2017 compared to 2016. We greatly appreciate that many of you applied for your
employer’s matching gift benefits and we kindly ask those of you who have not yet explored this opportunity with your employer’s
gift matching programs, please do so to increase your contribution amount. Foundations grants increased our operating donations
more than threefold compared to the prior year. Other income including revenues from UMA gift shop, royalties, etc. increased by
13% compared to 2016.

The UMA was humbled and honored to receive in 2017 $150,000 from the bequest of Roman “Omo” Cehelsky who passed away
the year before. During his life, Omo was a member and a big supporter of our Museum who gladly contributed his time toward the
development of our campus. Part of this bequest has already been put to work to restore the back wall of UMA main building. The
remaining funds will be used for further campus renovations that are scheduled in 2018.

We again are very thankful for your generous support of the Museum in 2017 and your dedication to its mission. We are proud of
our progress this year and we are eager to make even more progress together with all of you in the year ahead.
