From Winnipeg, they sent
nearly 100 boxes of books and periodicals to Ukraine and an-
other 100 boxes of publications were added to our collection.
Costs for this were covered by the United Ukrainian Organiza-
tions Fund for Ukraine which has been a strong supporter of the
UMA for many years.

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Financial Review

2019 was not an easy year for the Museum when
it comes to finances. However, we will start with
the good news. First, our gift shop is gradually
becoming a great source of income for the muse-
um. Thus, the profit from the gift shop increased
by 42% versus 2018. We are actively working on
making our gift souvenirs available for purchase at
the museum’s website and we expect it to happen
in 2020. Second, even though the income from the
Cuyahoga Arts and Culture fund grants has been
consistently declining in the recent years, it did not
significantly decrease in 2019 versus 2018.

We heavily depend on membership dues, which
unfortunately dropped in 2019 by 6% further com-
pared to 2018 and 27% compared to 2017! We very
much appreciate that some of you applied for your
employers’ matching gift benefits and we kindly
ask those of you who have not yet explored this op-
portunity with your employers® gift matching pro-
grams, please do so to increase your contribution
amount.

In 2019 we also upgraded the east elevation of the
Museum Building with a new cement siding to
match profile and appearance of the original sid-
ing. The new paint scheme of the building is com-
prised of the popular colors that were available in
the early 1900s. That makes the north and west ele-
vations complete and we will do the south and the
east elevation when funds become available.

Our most significant financial challenge continues
to be rather low receipts from grant and founda-
tion support. In addition, we did not receive the
expected non-membership gifts in 2019.

As a result of all the above factors, while we con-
trolled expenses very well, we ended the year with
an operating deficit.

Our financial goal in 2020 will remain controlling
our expenses while at the same time increasing
revenues. However, this goal may be complicat-
ed by the national crisis related to the coronavirus
pandemic. We anticipate being able to operate on
a near-break-even basis. However, that will depend
on your continued generosity!

We continue to ask those of you who are retirees
with a 401 (k) or IRA accounts to donate to the
UMA without having to pay taxes. And we are
grateful to those who include the UMA in their
will.

We are as committed as ever before to be good
stewards of your support. Once again, thank you
for your membership and your commitment to
our shared mission.
