President’s Message

Dear Friends!

2021 was another year of battle with the Coronavirus
pandemic. Although the UMA was closed for the first half
of the year for visitors, we still provided services and were
connected with the world using internet technology. Most
prominently, we helped the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine celebrate the 30th Anniversary of Independence of
Ukraine by sending nearly 100 newspaper digitized headlines
from the New York Times, Washington Post, Cleveland

Plain Dealer, Akron Beacon Journal and others, along with
half a dozen Ukrainian-language diaspora publications
reporting on the liberation struggle and ultimate declaration
of independence. We also responded to multiple requests

for historical documentation and information from our
collections and even welcomed several scholars who did
research in our archives.

We were gratified in August when Ohio Governor Mike
DeWine gave the go-ahead to renew public events. We had

a grand “re-opening” with an outdoor picnic in front of our
archival building and hailed the beautiful new mural of a
traditional Ukrainian wreath, painted by Taissa Kulick. We
also remembered that the original UMA building had been an
orphanage for children who lost their parents to the Spanish
Flu and industrial accidents more than 100 years ago.

We issue the Ukrainian Museum-Archives 2021 Report in the
midst of a great war with Russia. Ukraine is fighting again for
her very existence as a country, as a nation. In 2021, before
the war, the UMA routinely provided information to the
media and the public. We still respond to similar requests,
but now on a daily basis—national media like CNN, USA

Today, the New York Times; in Cleveland local television and
radio programs, the Plain Dealer; in our neighborhood, The
Tremonster and Plain Press; others: even news programs from
Switzerland, the Czech Republic and Ukraine.

Given the brave and fierce fight of the Ukrainian people with
the Russian army, we dedicate this report to Ukraine’s military
over the centuries in pursuit of freedom and independence
The UMA is very proud of its large and unique collection of
publications, photographs, postcards and other memorabilia
related to Ukraine’s warriors—men and women. We feature a
selection from our library in this report.

At the UMA, we are optimistic about the future for Ukraine.
Throughout more than a thousand years of history,
Ukrainians have built a magnificent culture and mounted
armies to defend it. Our collection documents centuries of
struggle for independence and defense of freedom. Ukraine
will not only survive, she will prevail. At the UMA, we will
contribute what we can, what we must, toward that goal.

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2021 Financial Review

Once again, we had a year that was out of the ordinary. We
thank our UMA community for the continued success of the
museum.

In 2021 we applied for the Payroll Protection Program funds
(PPP) - 2nd round and received $18,200. The funds were
received as a loan and subsequently that loan was forgiven
after we provided proof of use. We would like to thank
OSNOVA Ukrainian Federal Credit Union for assisting us in
the application for federal funds.

On April 9, 2021, Dr. Bohdan Czepak passed away leaving the
UMA in his will. We received $609,624 from the estate. We
set aside $200,000 in an endowment and invested it. With the
bequest we plan to perform some much needed repairs and
upgrades to the original UMA building as well as the annex
building.

Revenues - Our revenues from normal operations were at
about the same level as the previous year. As many of you

know we brought the Easter Bazaar to Parma for one weekend.

It was a great success. Thank you to Pokrova Ukrainian
Catholic Church for renting the space to us on a very short
notice.

Expenses — We have put our capital projects on hold till we are
back to some semblance of normalcy. Our expenses increased
slightly from the previous years. This is primarily due to a
new expense for off-site storage. The basement in the main
building needs to be waterproofed. This new expense will
continue into 2022. The basement is set to be waterproofed by

Mural & Sons in June/July of 2022 depending on weather.
