Dr. Bohdan R. Czepak was a long-time activist
and leader in Greater Cleveland.

Professionally, Dr. Czepak was a plastic
surgeon at the Cleveland Clinic, Case Western
Reserve University Hospital and Lutheran
Medical Center specializing in hand surgery,
helping thousands of patients over his more than
50 years of practice and winning widespread
praise in the process. He was especially devoted
to the Greater Cleveland Ukrainian Community,
serving as a Board Member of the Ukrainian
Museum-Archives securing very generous
contributions and grants over the years which
will be ongoing with his legacy contribution.

He was also a staunch supporter of the National
University at Ostroh Academy in Ukraine which
also benefited from his financial legacy.

Dr. Czepak spent countless personal time
building the Cleveland Ukrainian Selfreliance
Federal Credit Union where he held posts for 39
years: Vice President, President and Chairman
of the Board. He also served as a leader in the
Ukrainian National Credit Union Association
and was very involved with the Ukrainian Youth
Association (CYM) for over 50 years.

Bohdan was born May 3, 1937 to Mykola and
Anna Czepak in Shpipolosy, Ukraine. September
11, 1949 his family traveled to the United States
where they became citizens and made their
home in Warren, Ohio. Bohdan graduated
from Warren G. Harding High School in 1955,
subsequently receiving his undergraduate
Degree in Engineering and Biology in 1959
from Youngstown State University. He earned
his Medical Degree from Ludwig-Maximilians
University in Munich, Germany in 1970. While
in Munich, he worked with leading figures in
the Ukrainian Liberation struggle and served
as a translator for Ukrainian witnesses at the
trial of KGB assassin Bohdan Stashynsky who
murdered OUN leaders Lev Rebet and Stepan
Bandera. Dr Czepak also worked on behalf of
Ukrainian dissidents and the global struggle for
Ukraine’s independence.

Bohdan was knowledgeable, idealistic and
selfless with a great sense of humor—he was
invariably smiling, often chuckling over a
joke or pleasant memory. He was equally
comfortable speaking with a young person in
a youth club or a congressional representative,
senator, mayor or other elected officials.

Archive Building Exterior:

« Also in 2022, the exterior wood roof beams and trim on the
Archive building were refurbished and painted to match the
color scheme of the Museum building (see photo 5).

After more than a century of observing moisture seeping into the
masonry in the basement of our original building, the UMA consulted
conservation experts before hiring contractors to treat the walls from
the outside as well as the inside. This was a costly project but we now
have a facility with dry, humidity and temperature control to serve our
preservation needs for another century.

2022 FINANCIAL REVIEW

We thank our UMA community for the continued
support and success of the Museum. On February
13, 2022, Mr. Roman Wasylyszyn of Philadelphia, PA
passed away leaving the UMA in his will. We received
$592,372.23 from the estate. With the bequest, we
plan to continue to complete repairs and upgrade the
original UMA building as well as the annex building.
In October of 2022, we received a donation of stock
from a Tremont neighbor who wishes to remain
anonymous, in the amount of $44,892.50. The funds
were applied to the cost of redoing the outside of the

Museum.

A variety of capital projects were started and completed
in 2022. Thus, the UMA spent approximately $255,000
in capital improvements with an additional $8,000 on
upgrading the gift shop as well as new computers. We
will have some additional costs for the completion of
the ADA-approved ramp in 2023. We are happy to
report that we used our Ukrainian friends to complete

this work — Roman Contractors and Mural & Sons.

Revenues — Our revenues from normal operations (not
including major donations) were $192,418.61 (2022)
and $165,285.04 (2021). That is approximately a 16%
increase in revenues primarily due to the success of the
Easter Bazaar. Expenses — Our expenses from normal
operations were $290,234.35 (2022) and $229,682.59
(2021). The 26% increase is primarily due to the
increase in gift shop expenses and the overall increase
in prices. Our depreciation expense (a non-cash item)
increased almost $10,000 due to the capital projects

from above.
