Cleveland was a wilderness with a river
flowing through it when it was founded in
1796. A hundred years later it had become
one of America’s most vibrant economic and
civic centers with thousands of immigrants,
including large numbers of Ukrainians, work-
ing in the city’s industrial valley. Cleveland’s
historical legacy as a city and Ukrainians as
a community came together at the beginning
of July.

Tim Donovan from Canalway Partners,
the governing body for the Ohio and Erie
Canalway, along with Tom Yablonsky from
Cleveland’s Downtown Alliance organized the
first of what we expect will be an annual cel-
ebration of Cleveland’s History. At the same
time, activists from the Cleveland Maidan
Association proposed that the UMA co-spon-
sor a Ukrainian Heritage Festival with them in
the heart of Tremont as a part of the celebra-
tion of Clevelands History. The Ukrainian
community organizes festivals in the suburbs
all the time. However, the idea to celebrate
Ukrainian heritage in Tremont was to bring
back to the city its history from where the
Ukrainian community first came 125 years
ago and to share it with a broader public.

And so a partnership was born: Canalway
Partners, the UMA and Cleveland Maidan
Association. Working with Tremont West
Development Corporation, Councilman
Kerry McCormack, Cleveland City Hall,
Grace Hospital, our neighbor at Tremont
Terraces and a dozen sponsors from busi-
nesses in our area, the Ukrainian Heritage
Festival came into being. The Cleveland City
Police Department Honor Guard opened the
Festival on June 30th with the American and
Ukrainian National anthems.

Dancers from St. Vladimir’s Ukrainian
Orthodox Church and the singing group Zorya
entertained visitors throughout the afternoon.
The legendary band Harmonia gave a fasci-
nating seminar on tradition Ukrainian-Slavic
instruments and then regaled visitors with
their music late into the night. Chicago-
based bandurist, Ivan Shmilo, gave a virtuoso
performance both days of the Festival on

The City of Parma and the City of Ternopil
entered into a “Sister City Partnership” in
July. The Mayor of Ternopil and Rector of the
University there visited the UMA and asked
that we become academic and cultural part-
ners to which we, of course, readily agreed
We bid farewell to our Fulbright Fellow
Oleksandr Debych “Sashko” who returned to
Ukraine in May. He was formally a “Visiting
Professor at the Ohio State University” Slavic
Studies Department but spent most of his
time at the UMA. He organized our vast
collection of photographs, delivered lectures
and on behalf of the UMA visited Ukrainian
academic/cultural institutions and collectors
of Ukrainica in New York, Ottowa, Toronto,
Puerto Rico, Los Angeles, Rochester, etc. He
left the UMA with a valuable data base and
new video assets.

To honor the centennial of the revolution
which led to the Ukrainian National Republic
(UNR) declaration of Independence January
22, 1918, the UMA presented an exhibition
of rare photos, newspapers, documents, cur-
rency, postage stamps, etc.

The UMA promotes Ukrainian-American
artists as well as non-Ukrainians who explore
Ukrainian themes Our most recent exhibit
features paintings by Dianna Derhak from
Buffalo. She paints large canvases as well as
small with images of flowering blossoms. She
also transfers her oil paintings onto utilitarian
items such as women’s bags creating a fashion
product as well.

As we have for more than ten years now,
the UMA sponsored summer interns* who
cataloged our collections, did landscaping
work and helped with the Ukrainian Heritage
Festival. Each intern gets a stipend from the
Nicholas Suprenenko Scholarship Fund. *Alex

Elaine Woloshyn—Elaine was a member of the UMA Advisory Board and took that role
seriously. She assessed our collections and challenges and then provided valuable direction to
preserve and promote. As a leader in the non-profit philanthropic community, she applied her
expertise to help the UMA achieve success. Elaine was also active in the civic life of Akron and
steered Ukrainians and other visitors to the UMA for events through the Global Ties Akron
program. We mourn her passing even as we celebrate her memory and express gratitude for all
she did for her community especially the UMA.

Anna Hnatiuk—Mrs. Anna Hnatiuk and her late husband Dr. Miroslaw were avid collectors of
Ukrainian cultural artifacts—embroidery, apparel, pysanky, ceramics, wood-carvings, etc. They
were determined to preserve the folk art of Ukraine during a time when the country was under
assault from Soviet authorities. Over the years, they created an unparalleled museum at their
home in Livonia, Michigan. As they entered into their older years and looked to preserving
their collection, they got in touch with Congresswoman Marcy Kaptur, who suggested the
UMA might be a proper repository for their treasures. In 2007, the Ohio Humanities Council
recognized the quality of the Hnatiuk collection with a Major Grant which allowed our curator,
Aniza Kraus to publish a book and catalog and curate an extensive exhibit. Aniza subsequently
presented the collection at international conferences in South Africa and Mexico. All of us at
the UMA are grateful to Dr. and Mrs. Hnatiuk for their dedication to Ukrainian Culture. She
was 97 when she passed away in June, leaving behind her an impressive legacy.
