UMA Receives U.S. Government Grant

The Ukrainian Museum Archives (UMA) has received
a $500,000 grant from the U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development (HUD). The grant came after
U.S. President Joe Biden signed the Fiscal Year 2024
Transportation-HUD Appropriations bill early in
March. The grant, sponsored by Sen. Sherrod Brown
of Ohio, will allow the UMA to convert a deteriorated
building on its campus into a conservation laboratory
and environmentally-approved storage and quarantine
facility for new acquisitions. Following the war, the
museum will be able to ship materials to Ukrainian
libraries, museums and other institutions that
Russia has destroyed in its campaign to eliminate
Ukrainian culture. The UMA has a vast collection
of publications, photographs, ephemera, and other
items assembled by displaced scholars and diplomats
after the 20th century’s two world wars. The museum
now accepts, on almost a weekly basis, donations
of books, periodicals, photographs, documents and
other collections from the community. With extensive
contacts to academic institutions in the U.S., Canada
and Ukraine, the UMA will be able to preserve,
process and share valuable items from a museum-
quality facility, thanks to the grant. Sen. Brown is
vice chair of the Senate Ukraine Caucus. With broad
authority as chair of the Senate Banking Committee,
he has been a strong advocate for Ukraine with the
International Monetary Fund (IMF), the World Bank,
the U.S. Export Import Bank, and even local credit
unions, such as the Cleveland Selfreliance Federal
Credit Union and OSNOVA Ukrainian Federal Credit
Union. Sen. Brown has regularly voted to support
Ukraine in Congress, advocated for the country and
met with members of Ohio’s Ukrainian community
and friends.

In 2023, Ukraine was engulfed in the second year

of its bloody war against Russian aggression and

for its struggle for survival as a nation and as a free,
democratic country. Joining countless organizations
world-wide and millions of Ukrainians and their
supporters, the Ukrainian Museum-Archives
continued to be heavily engaged in the struggle for
Ukraine. On our island here in Cleveland, we couldn't
just watch. As a community-supported non-profit
institution the UMA contributed to the global cultural,
educational, political, religious and informational
effort to insure Ukraine’s continued existence. Our
2023 Report provides just a few of the highlights of the
UMA program. In fulfilling our mission to “preserve
and share Ukrainian history and culture,” we resisted
russian propaganda against Ukraine in America and
confirmed every day that Ukraine has widespread
support from the general public, the media and
America’s political leadership from the federal level to
the state of Ohio to our local civic officials.

Today, Ukraine continues experiencing very tough
times and much pain. However, as Myroslav
Marynovych, the legendary dissident, founding
member of the Ukrainian Helsinki Group and
longtime vice-rector of the Ukrainian Catholic
University in Lviv recently said in a private
conversation, that despite so much pain, destruction,
and losses, it is yet a very special time for Ukraine.
Many of his dissident friends and colleagues would
have wished they could witness and take part in this
fight but had passed away a long time ago. Ukraine,
he said, will remain free and will ultimately prevail
(from a conversation of Myroslav Marynovych with
Gennadiy Mokhnenko, a Ukrainian pastor, active
military chaplain and father of 36 adopted children).

Therefore, let us too here, in America, continue our
fight for Ukraine with honor, remembering that God is
with us, and we shall win.

o In cooperation with the Cleveland Council on World Affairs
(CWA), U.S. Ambassador to Ukraine (2016-2019), Marie
Yovanovitch visited the UMA where she was greeted by
members, students from the Global Village Academy and
was interviewed by local media.

o The UMA was a co-sponsor of the weekly Cleveland City
Club Forum which featured Ukraine’s Ambassador to the
United States, Oksana Markarova, former Senator Portman
and Congresswoman Marcy Kaptur who spoke to the local
membership audience as well as to dozens of radio stations
around the country which regularly broadcast the City
Club presentations. Following the noon-time presentation,
the UMA also participated in a well-attended forum at
Cleveland State University with Ambassador Markarova and
Senator Portman.

o Ukraine is a diverse, multi-cultural, universally tolerant
country. Reflecting that, the UMA enjoys friendships and
partnerships with other local communities. We welcomed
a group of Jewish women from Temple Tifereth Synagogue
in Greater Cleveland to highlight Ukrainian-Jewish
cooperation and then participated in a forum at the temple
on a similar topic. The UMA also made presentations
at the Cuyahoga Public Library for the International
Community Council and worked with the Lakewood Public
Library and UMA member Peter Fedynsky on the annual
Taras Shevchenko observance and Mr. Fedynsky’s photo
exhibit of the Ukrainian community in America as well as
Christina Paschyn’s film, “A Struggle for Home” about the
Soviet oppression of Crimean Tatars. Frequent visitors and
partners at the UMA in 2023 included Global Cleveland, the
American Jewish Committee, Lithuania’s Honorary Consul
Ingrid Bublys and others.

2023 Highlights

2023 Highlights

» The UMA outreach to student interns is one of our most
popular and successful programs. Each year we welcome
10 or more high school and college interns who provide a
variety of services—cataloging, exhibit design, welcoming
visitors, doing research, gardening, sorting and preparing
duplicate book donations for eventual shipments to Ukraine.
Interns receive a stipend for their work which they can apply
to their college costs and add to their resumes that they were
UMA scholars. In 2023, the UMA was especially gratified
to welcome two students from the Ukrainian Catholic
University in Lviv, Sophia Turko and Halshka Shkrabiuk
who spent a month at the UMA doing research in our
archives to submit for their senior project.

We must thank our UMA community for the continued

support & success of the Museum.

On February 13, 2022, Mr. Roman Wasylyszyn of
Philadelphia, PA passed away leaving the UMA in his will.
We received $592,372.23 from the estate in 2022. We were
very fortunate to receive an additional $281,718 in 2023. We
used part of that donation to complete the construction of
an ADA compliant ramp to enter the main building of the
UMA complex. We also completed the basement renovation
project to better protect documents & artifacts in a climate-

controlled environment.

Revenues - Our revenues from normal operations
(excluding major donations) were $242,425 (2023) &
$192,419 (2022). That is approximately a 26% increase in
revenues primarily due to donations by you & our extended

community.

Expenses — Our expenses from normal operations were
$325,072 (2023) & $290,234.35 (2022). The 12% increase
is primarily due to the increase in employee expenses. Our
depreciation expense (a non-cash item) increased almost

$9,000 due to the capital projects we have completed.
