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UMA TO RENOVATE ANNEX BUILDING

For some time, the UMA has been running
out of space for its massive and growing
collection. That is why the museum
appealed to Senator Sherrod Brown to
help. Not only did he respond, he took
action. Recognizing that the UMA is
not just a Ukrainian Museum, it’s an
American museum and furthermore that
it constitutes a major asset in Cleveland’s
cultural realm as well as nationwide,
he steered a $500,000 grant through the
U.S. Congress to renovate the UMA’s
Annex building. Architect Paul Burlij
and the UMA Curator Aniza Kraus
developed a plan for the Annex building
renovation to accommodate in it the
museum’s collection and to use it as
a conservation laboratory. Led by the
UMA Board member Nancy Stecyk, the
building is being prepared for renovation
in the coming months. We will keep the
public informed about our progress.
