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FULFILLING OUR MISSION IN THE MIDST OF A GLOBAL PANDEMIC

2020 has been a frustrating year for all, with the global coronavirus pandemic forcing museums,
theaters and restaurants to close their doors and people to keep a distance from one another.
And yet consistent with our mission statement, we at the Ukrainian Museum-Archives have

managed to “preserve and share Ukrainian culture and the immigrant experience.”

Here are just a few examples:

We are continuing our 25-plus year tradition of
the Easter Bazaar with a two-day presentation at
the Pokrova Ukrainian Catholic Church in Parma
(March 20-21) with necessary health precautions—
masks, distancing in a large room, hand sanitation,
etc. Most importantly, our gift shop manager
Vlodko Ciszkewycz, Curator Aniza Kraus and
Internet Consultant Petro Lawriw did a major
update to the UMA On-line Gift Shop where you
can purchase pysanky and other items. To order

The UMA has enormous collections from the
history of the Ukrainian immigration and diaspora
community. In the last year, ethnomusicologist and
Artistic Director of the Kashtan School of Ukrainian
Dance Markian Komichak has been working in

the UMA archives to research and document the
work of cantors (gskn) to promote Ukrainian
diaspora spiritual life. Historian Ihor Kowalysko is
researching and documenting the role of sports in
the American and Canadian diaspora communities.

The UMA regularly accepts donations of documents,
artwork, libraries, etc. Most recently, we received the
library of the late Andriy Bushak as well as a sizable
donation from the library of Dr. Richard Mason,
who passed away unexpectedly soon after his
donation. These contributions enhance our already
formidable collection albeit with many duplicates.
Those we send to libraries and academic institutions
in Ukraine with the generous support of our donors,
particularly the Fund to Aid Ukraine from the
United Ukrainian Organizations of Ohio (UZO).
The donations help to perpetuate Ukrainian culture
and identity long after donors sadly pass away.

The UMA is working with the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine to document the 30th
Anniversary of Ukraine’s independence. With the
assistance of our partners at the Cleveland Public
Library and the United Ukrainian Organizations of
Ohio (UZO) we are helping to provide an enduring
record of this historic proclamation in 1991.

The U.S. Census sent a thank you certificate to

the UMA for helping to successfully achieve this
constitutionally-mandated survey of America’s
population which includes Ukrainian immigrants
and their descendants. The UMA provided the
Census with historic information about past census
efforts and helped to assuage fears among more
recent immigrants from Ukraine that their responses
to the Census would result in deportation.

As always, the UMA responds to individual requests
from members (as well as non-members) for
information related to family who immigrated to
America, academic research, historic records, etc.

OUR LOSSES

Dr. George Kalbouss passed away
December 13, 2020. He was 81.
A professor of Slavic Studies at
the Ohio State University Slavic
Studies Department, he served
on the UMA Board of Advisors.
George initiated the Ukrainian
Culture class at OSU which he
co-taught with UMA Director
Andrew Fedynsky for several
years in the early 2000s regularly
attracting 50 or more students. For
years, Dr. Kalbouss brought his
class to the UMA.

Molly Alstott was a dear friend
and historian of Cleveland’s
Ukrainian community. Every
year, she brought dozens of hikers
from Cleveland Metroparks to
the UMA. Molly and her sister
Irene documented the history

of the Tremont neighborhood
where their father Andrew
Barber first opened a business on
Professor Avenue in the 1920s

to help Ukrainian immigrants

to Cleveland become Americans
while maintaining ties with their
relatives back home. She passed
away January 13, 2021. Molly was
99 years old.

Dr. Richard Mason was a
physician and leader in the local
medical association. He was a
generous benefactor of the UMA
with many donations of rare and
valuable books about Carpatho
Ukraine, art, education, etc.
Richard died on February 15,
2021 of medical complications
following a car accident. He was
58 years old.
