DR. BOHDAN CZEPAK (1937-2021)

[oxTop boraaH Yenak (1937 — 2021)

The UMA community was deeply saddened when
Board Member Dr. Bohdan R. Czepak and life-long
activist and leader in greater Cleveland passed away
on April 9, 2021 after an extended illness. He was
83. Dr. Czepak’s memory will live on at the UMA—
he left $610,000 for our Museum-Archives. He was
also a staunch supporter of the National University
at Ostroh Academy in Ukraine—a partner
institution with the UMA—which will also benefit
from his financial legacy.

Professionally, Dr. Czepak was a plastic
surgeon at the Cleveland area hospitals
specializing in hand surgery. In
addition to his advocacy for the UMA,
Dr. Czepak spent countless personal
time building the Cleveland Ukrainian
Selfreliance Federal Credit Union
where he held leadership posts for 39
years and was very involved with the
Ukrainian Youth Association (CYM).

Bohdan was born May 3, 1937 in
Western Ukraine. On September 11,
1949 his family traveled to the United
States where they became citizens and
made their home in Warren, Ohio. He
received an undergraduate Degree in Engineering
and Biology in 1959 from Youngstown State
University and subsequently earned his Medical
Degree from Ludwig-Maximilians University in
Munich, Germany in 1970. While in Munich,

he worked with leading figures in the Ukrainian
liberation struggle and served as a translator for
Ukrainian witnesses at the trial of KGB assassin
Bohdan Stashynsky who murdered OUN leaders
Lev Rebet and Stepan Bandera.

In addition to his princely financial donation, Dr.
Czepak left several art pieces and his extensive
library of books about Ukraine to the UMA. The
UMA intends to honor his memory by naming a
room after him and dedicating an endowment fund
to help insure the future for the institution he loved
so much. We will list those who donated in Dr.
Czepak’s memory in the 2021 Annual Report.

In our outreach to the community, we often say that

the UMA is not just a Ukrainian museum, we’re an
American museum. On July 9th, we partnered with
Canalway Partners and Tremont West Development
Corporation to co-sponsor a 90-minute self-guided tour
and chalk art-walk on the theme of “Tremont: Epicenter of
Immigration” The UMA and Lemko Hall were highlights
of the tour which started in Lincoln Park across from the
Museum. The renowned band, Harmonia, performed

live from the porch at the UMA featuring traditional
Ukrainian troista muzyka. The Canalway Partners website
noted that “Undoubtedly this music was frequently played
in Tremont during its heyday as a center of immigration.”
