Dmokhovsky, Founder of the Ukrainian Photographic Society in the 1930s in Lviv.
This is a photo from our collection of renowned artist Olena Kulchytska who was Dr.
Dmokhovsky's colleague in pre-WW | Galicia.

Peter Fedynsky has been documenting the Ukrainian Diaspora community for
decades. His digitized exhibit will become available for viewing once health
circumstances allow, hopefully soon.

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The Cleveland Plain Dealer in December 1991 announced Ukraine's ratification
of independence by a 9-1 margin. The UMA has many other original
newspapers from the independence movement now 30 years ago.




o Ukrainian DP Camp publications: the UMA has an
unparalleled collection of Ukrainian publications from the
post-World War II Displaced Persons Camps in Germany
and Austria. Two years ago, working with the U.S. Holocaust
Memorial Museum (USHMM) in Washington and Archival
Information Systems in Kyiv, we digitized 75,000 pages
of newspapers and periodicals to make them available
on-line. In October of this year, for Phase Two with the
USHMM digitization project, we delivered 100 books from
our collection of more than 1,000 to Internet Archives in
Ft. Wayne, Indiana to be digitized. The project, initiated
by Microsoft, is designed to preserve and share on-line
publications from important aspects of global culture,
including now the post-World War II Ukrainian refugee
experience.

 In 2021, we will be celebrating the 30th anniversary of
Ukraine’s independence. The UMA is electronically sending
materials from our collection relating to this historic 1991
event to a website in Kyiv, organized by prominent journalist
and historian, Danylo Yanevsky. Items include newspaper
headlines, photos, etc. from that as experienced in Cleveland.

« Late in November, the Cleveland Archival Roundtable—a
group consisting of some 30 university and community
institutions (e.g. Cleveland Orchestra, Case Western Reserve
University, Catholic Dioceses of Cleveland, Cuyahoga
County) requested the UMA to make a virtual on-line
presentation of our collections. UMA Curator Aniza Kraus
prepared a digital presentation for the Roundtable which
plans to meet at the UMA once circumstances allow.

« The UMA has an astounding collection of photographs,
many of them from the early days of the 20th Century. Late
in November, the Center for Urban History in Lviv hosted an
on-line conference about significant photographic collections
related to Ukraine. The UMA presented information about
our photographic archive consisting of thousands of images
from the community in Cleveland, liberation efforts in
Carpatho-Ukraine in the 1930s and most prominently, Stefan
Dmokhovsky, a pioneer of Ukrainian photography in the
early years of the 20th Century (before WW I) and founder
of the Ukrainian Photographic Society in the 1930s in Lviv.
We also presented information about significant private
photographic collections related to Ukraine and the UMA—
e.g. Peter Fedynsky; Kapelia Bandurystiv, etc. The UMA will
be an active partner in the proposed Museum of Ukrainian
Photography in Lviv.

« The UMA has an extensive collection related to Ukrainian
sport history. Our earliest photos and publications go back
to Ukraine and the Sokil (Falcon) movement before World
War I. We have documents and photographs from the
North American Diaspora especially Cleveland as well as
documentation regarding efforts to have Soviet Ukrainian
athletes participate as part of an independent team, separate
from the USSR, in the international Olympic movement.
Nearly every month, the UMA shares materials from our
sports collection with the https://sportsrodovid.com/ website.
