Ukrainian Holidays and Traditions by
Alexandra Jarosewich

Our intern, Alexandra Jarosewich, brought Ukrainian
traditions to life with her exhibit on Holidays and
Traditions. Using UMAS archival materials, she created
panels explaining beloved customs—from festive foods
to symbolic decorations—and curated a digital display of
historic Christmas postcards, showing how celebrations have
evolved.

Her work reached beyond UMA! In December, the exhibit
was featured at the Cleveland Arcade’s Timeless Traditions /
Modern Celebrations and later at the Parma Powers Library.
Alexandra also gave an engaging lecture on Ukrainian
Christmas foods, accompanied by songs from the children’s
group Kulbaba, led by Mrs. Olga Kosc.

Funded by a Cuyahoga Arts and Culture Grant and co-
sponsored by UMA and Ridna Shkola, the exhibit earned
glowing reviews and was named one of Northeast Ohio’s
Top Five Holiday Events by Ideastream! This was a project to
qualify for an Eagle Scout.
